Customizing Your Home Media Network Drive

You can customize the way shared folder icons  appear for the Home Media Drive in the 
Home Storage Manager application. Customizing the share icons is easy on your PC, and 
allows you to give each of your shares a unique look (customization isnôt available for 
Mac OS at this time). Create a share for each person using the network, and add their 
picture to the speciýc share they use. If you are using shares to backup and store media 
ýles from a speciýc event, for example, you might create a custom icon so you have 
immediate visual recognition when browsing through your device.

First, youôll need to create a new icon. The icon needs to be an 80x80 pixel bitmap 
image.  The BMP ýle format, or bitmap, is an image ýle format used in most user interface 
graphics subsystems.
